Measurer appointed by the Class for this ev ent. Wit h 150 boats, entrants should appreciate that 
the measurement regime w ill be focussed on check me asurement as very limited facilities will 
be av ailable to undertake full weighing and measure ment of boats which have not been 
prev iously measured by an official SB3 Measurer. 
 
·  Should any boats require full measurement, this fac t should be alerted in advance of the 16 th 
September by email ( admin@sb3worlds2008.com )  telephone to (00 353 12805725)  Ev ery effort 
w ill be made to accommodate official measurement bu t it cannot be guaranteed w ithout prior 
arrangement. 
 
·  No boat w ill be permitted to participate w ithout a record of it hav ing had its keel and hull 
officially weighed by a Laser SB3 class measurer. T he measurement details of all boats officially 
weighed in Ireland and the United Kingdom over the last 9 months are stored on a Laser SB3 
International Class Measurement Data Base which is av ailable to the organisers of the event. 

 
·  All boats are required to hav e appropriate country designation letters on their mainsails in 
accordance w ith the Class and ISAF regulations. 

 
·  On registration all skippers w ill be required to si gn a declaration confirming the weight 
configuration of their boat, keel, lead correctors and buoyancy bags if fitted, all up weight and 
whether they are carrying an engine or 22 Kgs of le ad in lieu of an engine. 

 
·  At registration, all crew w ill be weighed in accord ance with the class regulations on 
independently certified scales. 

 
·  All boats will be inspected and it is proposed to c heck weigh a significant proportion of the 
fleet both before and during the event. 

 
·  The safety check w ill include a test to ensure the VHF handset is working properly. 

 
·  It is important for all competitors to appreciate t hat it is a legal requirement in Ireland to wear 
suitable personal buoyancy aids in an SB3 when aflo at at all times. Failure to comply with this 
regulation w ill leave competitors liable to disqual ification.

DUN LAOGHAIRE 
 
Dún Laoghaire (anglicised spelling 
Dunleary) is a suburban seaside town 
and ferry port, situated some 12 km 
south of Dublin city centre, and is the 
administrative centre of the county of 
Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown. 
The town had been officially renamed 
Kingstown in 1821 in honour of a visit by 
King George IV, but reverted to its 
ancient Irish name by resolution of the 
town council in 1921, one year before 
Irish independence.  

The name derives from its founder, Laoghaire, a 5th century High King of Ireland, who 
chose the site as a sea base from which to carry out raids on Britain and France. 'Dún' 
is an Irish word meaning 'fort'. King Laoghaire is famous for having allowed Saint 
Patrick to travel the country and preach Christianity. The Dublin to Dún Laoghaire 
railway, constructed in 1837, was the first ever railway in Ireland 

 
 

THE HARBOUR 

It took 42 years to construct the harbour - 
from 1817 to 1859. During this time, 600 
men were employed and the cost was 
estimated at one million pounds. 
 
Water area: Approximately 215 acres 
Fairway: Depth 5.5 to 8m with 
approx 600 moorings 
Throughput: Over 1,000,000 
passengers per annum 
Breakwater length: East Pier 
1,290m – West Pier 1,548m 
Entrance Width:  232m (between 
the two piers) 

The area to the north of the West Pier is heavily used year-round by windsurfers a s a  
launch point, although occasionally dinghy schools use it in the summer. Note that, as 
well as being a very busy marine leisure centre, the Dun Laoghaire Harbour is also 
home of the HSS Stena Explorer, the largest Catamaran Ferry in the world. 
Commercial traffic has priority AT ALL TIMES over recreational crafts and competitors 
are invited to go in and out of the harbour with a high level of awareness and caution. 

 

Commercial Shipping  – Strict warning is given by the Dun Laoghaire Harbour Authority and the 
Dublin Port Authority that competitors must at all times keep well clear of ferries and other commercial 
shipping in the area. Competitors must comply with these warnings. 
The “HSS” high speed catamaran ferry enters and departs Dun Laoghaire harbour at a speed of 
approximately 10kts and must not be obstructed by other boats. On arrival, it does a 180� turn in the centre 
of the harbour before reversing on to its berth. If berthing is unsuccessful, it may need to go forward a 
considerable distance again. Lasers and RIBs must keep to the sides of the harbour and not attempt to 
cross its bows. Any boats obstructing the HSS are liable to face large fines.

Arrival, Rigging, Registration, Launching 
 
Visitors coming by road are invited to present themselves at the entrance of the car park situated on the old 
ferry terminal and known as the Carlisle Pier to unpack and rig the boat. 
NO CAR will be admitted to enter this area as space is at an absolute premium and entirely dedicated to trailer 
storage and boat preparation. 
 
The area will be securely locked from 2100 everyday and patrolled at night by a security guard for the duration 
of the event. Competitors requiring late access should contact the Boathouse prior to 2100. 

PLEASE LEAVE ALL YOUR ITEMS (COVER, SAILS, WINCHING  JIB ETC…) ON YOUR TRAILER AS THEY 
WILL BE MOVED AND MAY BE SEPARATED FROM LOOSE ITEMS  
 
Boats ready for craning in will be brought from there via the RNLI gate and onto the National Yacht Club main 
platform for launching on one of the cranes there. Competitors are invited to free up the launching space and 
berth in the appropriate area as soon as possible (see below). 
A one way system will be operation around the marquee situated on the Club’s platform to facilitate traffic and 
trailer movements. 
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Berthing 
 
Each competitor will be allocated a berthing area for the full duration of the event. 
The allocation has been carefully planned to facilitate the launching and lifting out process based on the 
competitors answers to the pre-event survey. 
Please check your berth area on the RO notice board and do stay in the allocated area. 
These have been colour coded red, orange, green and brown as show below. 

 
 
In addition, 30 competitors (mostly Irish) wil l be berthed in front of our neighbouring club the Royal St George 
Yacht Club. 
. 
Space has been carefully measured to fit the appropriate number of boats in each berthing area. However, this 
implies that competitors leave no more than 40/50cm between rows of boats and that adequate fending is in 
place. Note that the National Yacht Club w ill not be prov i ding additional fenders to competitors.
